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Originally the villa of businessman Fujiyama Raita, built in
1921 and the first home of the founder Okada Mokichi
when he moved to Gora.
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FREMAE | Hakone Museum of Art
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It is a three-storey reinforced concrete building, the entire
building, interior and display cases were all designed by the
founder.
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Tea house built by founder, who commissioned master
sukiya architect Kimura Seibei III to introduce Japanese
culture and architectual beauty to the world.
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The windows of the rest area offer a view of the seasonal
beauty of Shinsenkyo’s gardens. There is also a museum
shop ‘Korin-do’.
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This building with wood shingle roof was designed by
architect Yoshida Isoya. It was built to stage traditional
Japanese arts and performances.
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The Hakone Museum of Art Annex was built after the main

building and currently, there is an exhibition about the
founder here.
