The museum holds a large collection mainly comprising Japanese
earthenware, which is in keeping with the natural surroundings. Special
exhibitions are organized periodically.

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Shinsenkyo is a constellation of landscaped gardens and cultural facilities, conceived and realized by Okada Mokichi
between 1944 and 1953. The work was carried out overcoming the turmoil and di
